Introducing... 
Chorleywood Lawn Tennis Club
Situated within the walls of the old kitchen garden of Chorleywood House, our club was founded in

1966. We have a very active and healthy membership of some 400 members, and we pride

ourselves on being a club that has something to offer for everyone. Our Subscription rates are very

competitive when compared to neighbouring tennis clubs.

Membership of the club is divided into Full, Weekday, Student, Junior/Mini, Coaching and a non-

playing Social category. There are subcategories catering for family, age and economic hardship.

The Club has 3 floodlit hard courts and 3 floodlit “Playrite Carpet” courts within the club grounds.

Our modern clubhouse, built in 1992 incorporates a recently redecorated lounge, bar, newly fitted

kitchen, and changing rooms with showers.  

The courts are well used throughout the year – even in the most inclement weather! Apart from ad

hoc social play, club social sessions, tournaments, box leagues and ladders are held throughout the

year. The club fields teams playing in the Watford and Herts Leagues during the summer season, as

well as participating in Ladies’ Mid-week, Ladies’ and Men’s Veterans, Winter indoor leagues and

friendly matches against other clubs. 

The club has three resident coaches. We have one hundred and fifty junior/mini members in various

coaching programmes. Our Junior Academy members are entitled to use the courts at all times other

than Social Tennis sessions (younger members under supervision). Our enthusiastic Mini tennis

section has children as young as four. 

Organized junior social sessions are held early on Friday evenings during the summer, augmented by

squad coaching in small groups at other times. Inter-club junior matches are also held in the summer

months. 

Tennis balls used in club sessions are provided free. There is no charge for using the court floodlights

which are available every night until 10.00pm. 

A typical club social calendar would include Quiz nights, Discos, weekly Bridge evenings, and many

social tennis tournaments with Barbeque or “Food” after. We also run “Two Generation” tournaments

where parents and their offspring can compete against each other. The Bar is open at social events

and club sessions.

General
Only Full / Weekday Full / Student / Performance Junior members who have joined / re-joined by 30

April will be eligible to enter the Wimbledon draw.

Until you have paid you will not be eligible to play in Club Tournaments or for the Club teams.

addresses, will be available from the clubhouse towards the end of May. 



Membership Categories 
Note: Everyone who uses the club facilities in any way MUST be a member under 

one of the following categories

Full

A person entitled to full use of the Club facilities. 

Full Couple

Two Full members either married or cohabiting and joining/renewing at the same time - essentially

providing a discount compared to taking individual memberships.

Note: This does not apply to parent/child couples who must take individual memberships.

Full Over 70

A full member over 70 on 1st April - essentially providing a discount against full membership.

Family 1

A family membership created for 1 Full member and 2 or more children in the Student/Junior/Mini

tennis category within the same family - essentially providing a discount compared to taking

individual memberships.

Family 2

A family membership created for 2 Full members and 2 or more children in the Student/Junior/Mini

tennis category within the same family - essentially providing a discount compared to taking

individual memberships

Full Country

A full member living more than 25 miles from the club, or out of the country for a significant period of

the year.

Weekday Full 

A person entitled to the full use of Club facilities but only entitled to use of the tennis courts from

Monday to Friday inclusive except at such times as the Committee shall stipulate. 

Weekday Full over 70

A weekday full member over 70 on 1st April - essentially providing a discount against weekday full

membership

Invited A Team players

A person invited by the head coach and mens/ladies captain to play in A team matches; this is

mainly applicable to the Watford Mens A team.

At any one time, there will be a maximum of 2 men and 2 ladies in this category. 

Young Adult

A person up to the age of 25 years on 1st April and not in education. He/she is entitled to full use of

the Club courts except at those times reserved exclusively for junior/mini members. 



Young Returners

A person returning to the club from Higher Education or University. This category is available for 2

years after returning to the area. The objective is to encourage young people to return back to the

club.

Student/Performance Junior 

A person under 25 years of age on 1st April who is receiving full time education - entitled to full use

of the tennis courts outside those reserved exclusively for junior/mini tennis members. 

Student Country

A Student living away from home for three terms.

Junior

A person between the age of 11 and 18 years of age on 1st April entitled to use of the tennis courts

at all times subject to availability and to exclusive use with mini-tennis members at such times as the

committee shall stipulate. 

Mini

A child under the age of 11 on 1st April entitled to use of the tennis courts at any time subject to

availability and under the supervision of an adult and to exclusive use with juniors at such times as

the committee shall stipulate. 

Coaching Adult

An Adult (over 18 on 1st April) only receiving coaching and therefore  not entitled to use the courts or

facilities other than for their specific coaching sessions. 

Coaching Junior 

A Junior (under 18 on 1st April) only receiving coaching and therefore  not entitled to use the courts

or facilities other than for their specific coaching sessions

Social

A person entitled to use of the Club for social purposes, but not entitled to use of the tennis courts.

Guest 

Person invited by and playing with a member entitled to play who has paid the guest fee of £2.00.  

Honorary

A person nominated in writing by the committee to receive full membership free of charge for a

specified period in return for services given to the club. 

Honorary Social

A person nominated in writing by the committee to receive social membership free of charge for a

specified period in return for for services given to the club.

Note: Discretionary discounts may be given by the membership secretary for those joining the club

after 1st October and for anyone demonstrating they are in receipt of DSS benefits.
